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Organization and management of households food and nutrition security at provincial level are key elements to achieve feasible, affordable and effective goals in the improvement of the nutritional situation of vulnerable groups. Therefore, in the present study, designing, development and implementation of a model for programming and organization of food and nutrition security in northwest of Iran is introduced. Because of multidisciplinary nature of food and nutrition security, in the proposed model, the major proqrams and activities are carried out under the auspices of the governor and the food and nutrition security council. This body consists of two centers: 1) Nutritional surveillance center: the major responsibilities of this center are (a) evaluation of the food and nutrition situation in the province based on the collected valid information and (b) analysis and assessment of the existing policies and programs in order to clarify their strengths and weaknesses. 2) Center for study and planning of food and nutrition: this center, in fact, is a research and development center consisting of different qualified people from nutrition, health, agriculture and economy sectors working together. The major activities of this group are to study and 

Perform researches on different aspects of food and nutrition security such as economic access to food, food production and marketing; food based dietary guidelines, consumer education, nutrition in health sector, and finally food safety. This group acts as a bridge between the three major role players of: scientific community, government and people. The infrastructure and different aspects of the model will be discussed in more details.
